The mining life cycle as your business
The mining sector faces the challenge of satisfying demand for raw materials and energy whilst 
keeping the impacts of its operations in check. In combination with decreasing head grades and  
reduced accessibility to deposits, rising demand results in ever larger volumes of mining waste  
produced. At the same time, society’s call for accountability in mining grows stronger, making it harder to 
obtain and hold a ‘social licence to operate’. After mining operations, legacy sites too often add yet another 
challenge, with large and lasting environmental and social impacts and generally too little funds for su�cient 
rehabilitation.

These challenges not only in�ict additional costs (e.g. for transport); they require new approaches in mine 
planning, handling mining wastes and rehabilitation concepts in a socially and environmentally responsible 
manner - without putting too much pressure on the operation.
